Duration and Dates: 17 weeks in the Winter Semester, from January - April 2025, with an expected
workload between 150 - 200 hours in total and an option to continue involvement after.

Key Responsibilities and Duties: The selected individual will be involved in the collection and analysis of
data from online, synchronous, teacher collaboration sessions in which participants storyboard and
annotate lessons in algebra and geometry. The work includes segmenting and coding multimodal records
of those meetings, reviewing literature, writing internal reports, and presenting analyses at project
meetings. The work includes learning about linguistic and multimodal semiotic resources to examine
records and artifacts from teacher collaboration sessions. The interests and skills of the intern will be
taken into consideration as specific tasks are assigned.

Requirements and Qualifications: The candidate must be a graduate student in the Educational Studies
Program at the University of Michigan and have a demonstrated interest in education research. Must
have the capacity to work as a member of a team and the ability to self-monitor and be accountable for
their work, including the coordination of simultaneous tasks and meeting project timelines. Previous
experience doing qualitative research and working as a member of a team is preferred. Competence in
English is essential.

Benefits: We offer opportunities to gain hands-on research experience and enhance professional skills as
well as networking opportunities with leading researchers and professionals in the field. We offer the
experience to work with a collaborative and multidisciplinary research team. After an initial, unpaid trial
period of 2 weeks, successful applicants will be offered hourly pay at a rate of $20 per hour.
